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      Getting appropriate Christian literature into Eastern Europe and Central 
Asia isnõt easy!  John Stott Ministries and Langham Literature are helping 
meet this challenge by partnering with EELAC, the Eastern Europe 
Literature Advisory Committee.  For over ten years, EELAC has been 
a catalyst for assisting the launch and development of Eastern European 
publishing houses, playing a very signiþ cant role in equipping church leaders 
in the post-Soviet era. 

      Langham Literature provides a $30,000 grant each year to EELAC, enabling them to do much of their work.  Langham Literature 
has also made several grants to assist with the publishing of speciþ c books.  Recent grants have included John Stottõs Calling Christian 
Leaders and I Believe in Preaching, as well as commentaries on Deuteronomy in Hungarian, Galatians in Estonian, and the òSermon 
on the Mountó in Romanian.  Langham Literature has also helped produce J.I. Packers book Knowing God in Estonian and John Stottõs 
Evangelical Truth in Serbian.
      Current projects include working with EELAC and Shandal publishers in St. Petersburg in the translation of John Stottõs Basic 
Christianity into the þ ve Central Asian languages of Azerbaijani, Tajik, Turkmen, Uzbek, and Chechen.  This is a very strategic project 
for these Muslim dominated countries often referred to as the òStans.ó
      As you may know, Colin McPherson is the Director of EELAC; JSM Board Member Mark Hunt and Langham Preaching Director 
Jonathan Lamb sit on the EELAC Board with Colin!  Learn more about EELAC by visiting the John Stott Ministries Web site

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P s many of you already know, John Stott 
fell in his London apartment in August and broke 
his left hip. After surgery, he spent six weeks at 
Burrswood, a Christian healing and convalescence 
center in Kent. He has now returned to his home 
in London and is making slow-and-steady progress, 
but is not yet independently mobile. He will greatly 
value your prayers. Please pray also for his secretary, 
Frances Whitehead, who continues faithfully to carry 
a great deal of responsibility, for his present study 
assistant, Chris Jones from the USA (who just began 
in August and has been a great help in caring for 
Johnõs more urgent needs), and for others who seek 
to ensure an appropriate level of care for him.
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      When she was just þ ve years old, Emily Choge probably didnõt realize 
that the life-changing experiences she had were setting in motion Godõs 
plans for her. Emily was born with one leg shorter than the other, and at 
age þ ve she was sent from her home and her family in Kenya ñas she could not endure the long 
walks to the schoolñto a boarding school. She stayed in boarding schools for most of her young 
academic life, all the while facing more physical challenges, resulting in a leg amputation at age 
14. But Emily never lost her lifelong calling to be an educator. And it was this displacement from 
her home at an early age that led Emily to focus her studies on the spiritual lives of refugees in 
Africa. 
      John Stott Ministries was blessed to support Emily and her passion. She became a scholar 
when John Stott visited the Nairobi Evangelical Graduate School of Theology (NEGST), where 
Emily was studying and teaching. He was impressed when he heard Emily wanted to study 
ethics at Fuller Seminary in California and personally gave her a Langham Scholar application. 
It began what was to become a strong Langham Scholar program at Fuller, with several scholar-
ship recipients now studying there annually. After her Ph.D., Emily returned to Kenya to teach 
and write at three different seminaries.

A Gathering of Disciples
      This fall, Emily joined six other scholars for eight weeks 
at Columbia Theological Seminary (CTS) in Decatur, Georgia, for 
reÿ ection, research, and discussion on òThe Role of the Church in an 
Age of Uprooted People.ó The scholars gathered for stimulating intellect 
and heartwarming devotion, inspiring them to focus on the depth of 
Godõs concern for refugees worldwide. Also attending the sessions were 

Atef Gendy, graduated Langham Scholar and president of the Evangelical Seminary in Egypt; 
Howard Gregory, the Anglican Bishop of Montego Bay; Norberto Saracco of Argentina; Jin 
Kim, a second generation Korean Pastor from All Nations Church, Minneapolis; a Presbyterian 
Pastor with a legal background of twenty years, and Stephen Hayner, Associate Professor 
of Evangelism and Church Growth at CTS. Emily reports, òThe discussions have just been 
wonderful and enrichingéThe variety of contexts that each of us bring reÿ ects the richness 
of the gifts in the Kingdom of God.ó
      What Emily took from the gathering at CTS is the importance of giving a place to rest for 
those who are uprootedñor those working with uprootedñso that they can be enriched with 
spiritual resources. Says, Emily, óI have been refreshed so that I can refresh others.ó

An Invitation to the Stranger
      Emily is also noted as one of the contributors to the recently released Africa Bible 
Commentary, the ever-important resource for African pastors that supports them with sound, 
culturally relevant biblical teachings in their own language.  She notes how hospitalityñ
an important concept in African culture can be abused by hosts who either choose not to reach 
out to others, or by guests who take advantage of their hostsõ generosity. And she also recognizes 
the importance of hospitality to refugees:
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This year marks a breakthrough 
in the history of JSM-Langham 

Literature.  For the þ rst time, the 
English and French book catalogs 
have been combined into a single, 
splendid volume. The new catalog 
contains about 2000 titles, culled 
from many different evangelical 
publishers, classiþ ed according 
to subject area within a broad 
theological curriculum. It is 

a gold-mine resource for busy 
seminary librarians, and it goes 

out to hundreds of seminaries all 
around the world. Many of these 

libraries receive a grant from 
JSM-Langham Literature toward 

purchases from the catalogue, and 
additional book orders (over and 

above the grant amount) 
are delivered at a 40% discount 
with no shipping fees. Also for 
the þ rst time, JSM-Langham 

Literature has produced a catalog 
of evangelical books in Spanish.

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      òOne option is to practice communal hospitality, so that the 
burden is shared within the body of Christ rather than being carried 
by one individual. To help our brothers and sisters who have been 
displaced by war, we need to encourage our governments to adopt just 
and human refugee policies. Most of all, we need to pray that our hearts 
will not be hardened by the abundance of needs around us so that we 
turn a deaf ear to the needy brother or sister on our doorstep. 

Remember Jesusõ words: ôI was a stranger and you invited me in (Matthew 25:35).ó 
(Africa Bible Commentary, p. 390)

      Her commentary on the African concepts of hospitality reveals the strong calling 
for Africansñand perhaps for Christians worldwideñ to reach out to the displaced and 
despondent. Emily is currently writing several more projects due for publication in March. 

Godõs Work Continues
      Emily continues her passion for teaching, carrying a demanding schedule at three 
seminaries. She is a full-time faculty member at Moi University in Eldoret, Kenya. She also 
teaches a group of pastors in Eldoret via a part-time appointment at NEGST. And Emily 
teaches a distance-learning course in St. Paulõs United Theological Seminary, on com-
munity care for people living with HIV and AIDS. She also continues to work with the 
uprooted, keeping contact with refugees in Kakuma, and plans to integrate her work with 
them by involving students from Moi who are members of the Refugee Welfare Club.
      On top of her passion for teaching, Emily invests in the future of African education 
by supporting the school fees for 10 of her nieces and nephews.
      As a teacher, writer, lecturer, scholar, and aunt, Emily Choge is proving to be one of 
Godõs true disciples, particularly in the campaign to reach out to uprooted people of Africa 
and teach them about the one home they never have to leaveñtheir home with God.
