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Despite the turmoil which has marked Lebanon during
recent months, local Christian leaders have been keen
to establish a preaching program for pastors in the

the prst JSM-Langham
Preaching seminar took
place in Beirut from July
16-19, 2007, hosted by
the Near East School
of Theology.

Pastors and preachers
who had graduated from
four theological training institutions joined the event,
as well as several professors from these schools. Three
JSM-Langham Scholars were also present and contributed
to the seminar. Each day the program contained
expositions, practical lectures and group activity, and
participants worked on specipc Bible passages, discussing
themes and crafting sermon outlines. They were encour-
aged to form preachersi clubs, a feature of Langham
Preaching movements in many parts of the world, designed
to encourage continuity in training and support.

Throughout the week, JSM board member and preach-
ing facilitator Dr. Greg Scharf reinforced the concept that
biblical preaching is fundamentally a mind-set, not merely
amethodology. For most it acted as a review of what they
should be aiming for in their preaching, and for some it
was a challenge to rethink some of their traditional ideas.
Greg writes, 0The prayer request here is that God would
raise up some local champions of biblical preaching who
see the importance of letting the text of Scripture speak
its own message.0

The seminar was a seed-planting operation which
hopefully will bear fruit in signipcant ways in the future,
not only in encouraging those present in their ministries,
but leading to the development of a preaching movement
that will serve the churches across the country.

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An Arab
Reading
of the Old
Testament

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With as many as 14 million
Christians in the Middle East,
there exists a great need for
culturally relevant theological
Arabic resources in many areas,
especially biblical studies and
commentaries. Several JSM-
Langham Scholars have felt
the call to expand the Christian
library for pastors in that region. With that calling comes many
milestones for the Literature program, including the prst book
written by a JSSM-Langham Scholar in Arabic.

The idea of a book on the Old Testament was conceived more
than 14 years ago when Riad Kassis was working on his Masters
at Regent College, Vancouver. Today, Riad, who serves as the
Overseas Council International Regional Director for Middle
East and Eurasia, becomes the prst JSM-Langham Scholar
to publish in Arabic with his release of An Arab Reading
of the Old Testament. Says Riad, oIt addresses theological and
practical issues that are of utmost importance for Christian
and non-Christian readers.d This resource will be published
by Dar al-Thagafa, Cairo, Egypt, the largest evangelical
publisher in the Arab world.

Riad also served as the peer reviewer for another important
Arabic work by fellow JSM-Langham Scholar Atef Gendy,
entitled, The Parables of Jesus. the writing and editorial process
for this book was sponsored by the Langham Literature
Writers Program.
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
